The plan marks Prime
Minister  Narendra Modi's
toughest reform push yet to
overhaul the chronically in-
efficient state-run electricity
distribution companies, seen
as the weakest link in India’s
energy chain.

The Power Ministry and the
Ministry of Finance are dis-
cussing the final details of the
bailout, with an announce-
ment expected in the Febru-
ary budget, said two of the
gnvernment sSOurces.

The ministries did not im-
mediately respond to Reuters’
requests for comments.

Under the proposal, at least
20 per cent of the state's to-
tal power consumption must
be met by private companies
and the states must assume
part of the retailer's debt, ac-

cording to the Power Ministry
presentation.

To do so the states can
choose 1o privatise their dis-
iribution operations for access
to loans to pay off existing
debt under two options.

First, the states can create
a new distribution company,
divest 51 per cent of the equi-
ty, which will enable them to
access a dl-year interest-free
loan for the privatised compa-
ny's debt, along with access to
low-interest federal loans for
five years, the presentation
showed.

The second option would let
states privatise up to 26 per
cent of the equity of an exist-
ing state-owned power distri-
bution company in exchange
for access to low-interest
loans from the federal govern-
ment for five years, it showed.

Alternatively, states that
do not decide to transfer
managerial control through
privatisation must list their
utilities on a recognised stock
exchange within three years,

States that choose to list
would receive low-interest
loans from the federal govern-
ment for infrastructure man-
agement, the presentation
showed.

The state power retailers
have accumulated losses of
7.08 trillion rupees ($80.6
hillion) and outstanding debt
of 7.42 trillion rupees ($84.4
billion) as of March 2024, the
document showed.

Despite three federal bail-
outs worth billions of dollars
over two decades, state-run
power distributors remain fi-
nancially strained, unable to
recover costs due to deeply

subsidised tariffs.

Private companies such as
Adani Power, Reliance Pow-
er, Tata Power, CESC and
Torrent Power are expected
to benefit from the reforms
as they are likely to gain
stakes in the state compa-
nies
Past efforts to privatise In-
dia's state-run power distri-
bution firms have faced re-
sistance from employees and
opposition  parties, which
has stalled reforms.

"Privatisation is much
needed to improve both fi-
nancial and operational met-
rics of many power distri-
bution companies. However,
this move could face some
resistance and will require
strong political will,” said
Debabrat Ghosh, Head of In-
dia, Aurora Energy.

Crash was devastating but no aircraft fault found: Air India CEQ

Delhi: Air India CEO Camphell
Wilson said the plane crash
in June was devastating for
people, families and the stafl
involved, and the airline has
been doing everything to sup-
port those affected to ease
their journey forward.
Speaking at a conference
in the national capital, Wilson
also said the interim probe re-
port into the crash indicated
that there was nothing wrong
with the airerafi, the engines
and the operation of the airline,
"We obviously, as with every-
one else, we await the final re-
port, and if there's anything to
learn from it, we will," he said
at his first public engagement
in India post the aircrall crash.
In one of the worst aircraft

accidents in India, a total of
260 people, including 241
passengers, died after Air In-
dia’s Boeing 787-8 aircraft
operating flight AI171 to Lon-
don Gatwick crashed soon af-
ter take off from Ahmedabad
on June 12,

"It was absolutely devastat-
ing for the people involved, for
the families of those involved,
and the staff.

"And since that time we
have really been doing abso-
lutely everything we can to
support those affected, hoth
families and also those on the
ground, also the first respond-
ers, and really do whatever
we can to ease their journey
forward,” Wilson

The Tata Group-owned
airline has completed the in-

terim compensation for the
crash victims and others and
is working on the final com-
pensation.

He was speaking at the
Aviation India and South Asia
2025 conference in the na-
tional capital.

According to Wilson, any-
thing that happens in the in-
dustry, whether it is with Air
India or others, is a cause for
introspection.

“It is a cause for reviewing
practices. As [ said, the inter-
im report indicated that there
was nothing with aircraft,
engines or practices that re-
quired changing... (we will)
keep improving, keep getting
better," he sai

The Aircralt Accident In-
vestigation Bureau (AAIB), in

its preliminary report on the
crash released on July 12, had
said the fuel supply to both
engines of the plane was cut
off within a gap of one second,
causing confusion in the cock-
pit soon after takeofT,

“In the cockpit voice record-
ing, one of the pilots is heard
asking the other why did he cut
off. The other pilot responded
that he did not do so," it had
said.

On October 7, Civil Aviation
Minister K Rammohan Naidu
said there is "no manipulation or
dirty business” happening in the
investigation into the Air India
plane crash.

Adityanath said the BIJ
government had made n
tionalism its guiding force.

“We follow true national
ism, which was absent b
fore 2014. The Hindu fai
was under attack before. B
we established the honour o
Ayodhya and Kashi,” he said

He claimed that publi
funds were now being direct
ed towards cultural and rel
gious rejuvenation projects.

“Earlier, this money use
to go for constructing boun
ary walls of kabristan (grave
yards). Now it is being used t
develop our centres of faitl
and heritage,” he remarked.

Adityanath said such ef
forts reflected a sense of cu
tural pride and continuity.

“Those who ruled ea
lier renamed Ay
Faizabad, Prayagraj as !\
lahabad, and Kabirdham a

Mustafabad. Our government
is reversing that — restoring
Ayodhya, restoring Prayagraj,
and now reviving Kabirdham
to its rightful name,” he said.

The ancient city was known
as Prayag before Mughal em-
peror Akbar built a fort near
the confluence of the Ganga
and the Yamuna in the 16th
century and named it lla-
habad, which was later mod-
ified to Allahabad.

A small area within Faiz-
abad was known as Ayodhya
in the medieval times. Sever-
al Hindu seriptures mention
Ayodhya as the birthplace of
Ram.

Linking Kabir's ideals with
present-day India, Adityanath
said: “Today’s India takes

pride in its heritage while
setting new benchmarks in
development. A society that
draws inspiration from saints
like Kabir can overcome every
challenge — social, moral or

USA showing double standard regarding
energy trade & terrorism: JAISHANKAR

Delhi:  Exiernal affairs min-
ister S, Jaishankar used the fo-
rum provided by the East Asia
Summit to call out the double
standard on energy trade and
terrorism, seemingly taking a
swipe at the Trump adminis-
tration hours afier a bilateral
engagement with his American
counterpart Marco Rubio.

Stating that the summit
was happpnmg in rnmpllr‘al-
ed times", the minister said in
the National Statement: “En-
ergy trade is increasingly con-
stricted, with resulting mar-
ket distortions. Principles are
applied selectively and what
is preached is not necessarily
practised.”

India has often talked about
the double standard of the
West on energy purchases
from Russia for targeting New
Delhi's decision to buy Russian
oil while continuing its own im-
ports from Moscow.

A vase in point is the Euro-
pean Union, having a bilateral
trade of Euro 7.5 billion in
goods with Russia in 2024, As
for the US, India had earlier
this year pointed out that it
continues to import uranium
hexafluoride for its nuclear
industry, palladium for its EV
industry, fertilisers and chem-
icals from Russia.

Jaishankar did not detail any
of this in his speech, nor did he
name any country. But what he
said was an iteration of the In-
dian position since the Trump

administration slapped India
with penal tariffs for buying
Russian oil.

Jaishankar's remarks on
terrorism in the National State-
ment also appeared to be di-
rected at the US, given that
President Donald Trump has
been showering praise on Pa-
kistan, particularly army chief
Field Marshal Asim Munir. The
minister said: "The world must
display zero tolerance; there is
no room for ambivalence. Our
right of defence against ter-
rorism can never be compro-
mised.”

On the current global sit-
uation, Jaishankar sought
to project confidence about
riding the storm. "Change
has a life of its own. And the
world will inevitably respond
to new circumstances. Ad-
justments will be made, cal-
culations will come into play,
fresh understandings will be
forged, new opportunities
will emerge and resilient
solutions will be devised. At
the end of the day, the real-
ities of technology, of com-
petitiveness, of market size,
digitisation, connectivity, of
talent and of mobility cannot
be ignored. Multipolarity is
not just here to stay but to
grow.”

Earlier in the day, Jais-
hankar met Rubio in a bilat-
eral format on the sidelines
of the summit. "Glad to meet
@SecRubio this morning in
Kuala Lumpur. Appreciated

the discussion on our bilai-
eral ties as well as regional
and global issues," Jaishankar
posted on X.

This was the only official
comment from either side on
the meeting 12 hours later.
Neither the US state depart-
ment nor the external affairs
ministry issued a readout on
the discussion that took place
in the backdrop of the India-US
relationship losing the momen-
tum of the past 25 years,
